Learn your home address. Write a letter and send it to
e somebody in your family. What is their address? How will you
e write it on the envelope?
Visit a new place - e.g. London / Brighton / Legoland and help
e plan your trip. Think about how you will get there, how much money
e you will need, if you need a map to help you get around and find
e the toilets / places to eat and drink.

« Transport - What are the different methods of
transport? Draw pictures and label them. Can you
write a sentence about a time you got on a frain or
a bus or an aeroplane? Where were you going?

Who did you go with? Why should we try and walk

short distances as oppose to get in the car?

«  Weather - Watch the daily weather forecast. Dress warmly
and have fun in the snow and rain. Can you draw the weather

symbols? Create a weather diary for a week. What symbols will

you use?

«  What are the seasons? What happens when they change? How
do we know the season is changing? What months of the year are
in each season?

« Reduce, Reuse, Recycle - What things do we recycle? Why?
How do we recycle at home? What things do we reuse at home?

« How do we look after our environment? Where do we put our
litter? Where does all the rubbish go? Can we reduce the amount
of electricity we use in a day? How can we do that? How can we
save a small amount of water every day?

These are just some examples of the wonderful things that you can do with your child at
home. I am sure you have a lot more ideas on how to support your child’s geographi-
cal learning.
